CENTRAL TEXAS consultant for the MoPac South Express
Regional Mobility Authority Lanes Project.

Strategic Plan Relevance: To increase regional mobility.
Department: Engineering

Associated Costs: $400,000

Funding Source: General Fund will be used and reimbursed by Proposition 12 Funds.
Procurement will not be initiated until the necessary agreements are in place to
ensure reimbursement of any expenses.

Board Action Required: Authorize procurement of a consultant to prepare the
environmental document for the project and procurement of a consultant to
perform final design for the project.

Description of Matter: The Austin area was allocated $31,280,000 in Proposition 12
Funds for preliminary engineering, feasibility studies, and ROW acquisition in
order to significantly reduce congestion on the most congested corridors in
Texas. The MoPac corridor was identified as one of those corridors. The RMA
successful in its coordination with TTI and TxDOT, and $16,500,000 of those
Proposition 12 Funds have been allocated to the MoPac South Express Lanes
project.
