Description of Matter:  

 Authorization to execute a Pass-Through Agreement with TxDOT for Payment  of Pass-
 Through Tolls related to Pass-Through Financing for the US183/183A Intersection 
 Improvement Project. 

 TxDOT issued a Call for Projects in 2011 under the Pass-Through Toll Program.  In response, 
 the Mobility Authority, in conjunction with the City of Leander, prepared and submitted an 
 application with supporting documentation for $1,700,000, which represents approximately ½ 
 of the estimated total construction cost of the Project.  The Mobility Authority’s application 
 was reviewed and evaluated by TxDOT, and the Project was selected as one of the projects to 
 be funded.  The Texas Transportation Commission issued Minute Order Number 112685 
 authorizing the Mobility Authority to construct intersection improvements at the intersection 
 of US 183/183A at their May, 26, 2011 meeting.   On July, 28, 2011, the Texas Transportation 
 Commissions issued Minute Order Number 112755, authorizing TxDOT to enter into a Pass-
 Through Agreement with the Mobility Authority in furtherance of the Project. 

 Environmental clearance for the Project is pending, and execution of the Pass-Through 
 Agreement for Payment of Pass-Through Tolls with TxDOT will enable the Mobility Authority 
 to begin preparation of the final design and contract documents, advertise the Project for 
 bidding, and provide for re-imbursement of $1,500,000 of the costs through the Pass-Through 
 Finance Program.
