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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The 290 Toll Road is a 6.2-mile toll road which includes three tolled lanes and three non-tolled general-purpose
lanes in each direction from the US 183 interchange to the eastern limits east of SH 130. The upgraded US 290
facility has significantly improved travel times for both tolled and non-tolled movement by effectively tripling
roadway capacity and adding direct connectors at both US 183 and SH 130.

The 290 Toll road also features a ten-foot wide, six-mile shared use path for
pedestrians and cyclists. As the region grows, the Mobility Authority is exploring
the feasibility of an eastern extension of the toll road into Manor.

290 TOLL/SH 130 INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS

In partnership with TxDOT, the Mobility Authority completed Phase Ill of the
290 Toll Project in 2021, which includes three flyovers at the intersection of

290 Toll and SH 130. A flyover already existed linking eastbound 290 Toll to
northbound SH 130. In addition to providing drivers safe, efficient, free-flowing
direct connections between the two facilities, the flyovers reduce congestion on B
the frontage road intersection and increase connectivity for Williamson County =

and Northeast Travis County.
