
GENERAL MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
OF THE 

CENTRAL TEXAS REGIONAL MOBILITY AUTHORITY 

RESOLUTION NO. 08-41 

WHEREAS, the Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority ("CTRMA") was created pursuant 
to the request of Travis and Williamson Counties and in accordance with provisions of the 
Transportation Code and the petition and approval process established in 43 Tex. Adm.in. Code 
§ 26.0 I, el. seq. (the "RMA Rules"); and 

WHEREAS, the CTRMA and other regional entities such as Williamson County, Texas 
("Williamson County") have the authority to undertake the design and construction of shared use 
paths for the purpose of enhancing the mobility and recreational opportunities available to the 
public; and 

WHEREAS, the CTRMA has constructed and completed th.e 183-A Turnpike Project (the "183A 
Project'') located in Williamson County; and 

WHEREAS, Williamson County, as part of their regional parks and shared use path system, is 
planning and constructing a phase of the Brushy Creek Regional Shared Use Path (the 
"Williamson County Path''), a portion of which will be located within the right of way of the 
183A Project; and 

WHEREAS, a Multiple Use Agreement by and between Williamson County and the CTRMA 
has been drafted for consideration by the respective governing bodies of the two entities, a copy 
of which is attached hereto as Attachment "A" and is incorporated herein for all purposes (the 
"Multiple Use Agreement'') which sets forth various terms and provisions relating to the location 
of a portion of the Williamson County Path within the 183A Project right of way; and 

WHEREAS, by action taken on July 8, 2008 at their regularly scheduled Commissioners Court 
meeting, the Williamson County Commissioners Court unanimously authorized the execution of 
the Multiple Use Agreement as substantially set forth herein; and 

WHEREAS, the CTRMA staff and the Executive Director recommend that the Board authorize 
the execution of the Multiple Use Agreement by the CTRMA with Williamson County for the 
purpose of enhancing the availability of regional mobility and recreational opportunities for the 
general public. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Directors hereby approves of the 
form, terms and provisions of the Multiple Use Agreement as attached hereto in Attachment "A" 
for the purposes set forth therein; and

Multiple Use Agreement in its final form on behalf of the CTR.MA.

2. INSPECTION 

Ingress and egress shall be allm,ed at all times 10 such lacilit) for CTRMA stall 
co111rac1ors. and invitees and cquip111e111 for all purposes. including high"a) maintenance 
operations. and for inspec1ion purposes: and upon rcqu.,st. all parking or other ac1i, i1ies 
for periods required for such CTR MA operations" ill be prohibited. 

3. PARKING REGULATIONS 

Parking regulations shall be established limi1ing parking 10 s ingle unit motor, chides or 
size and capacity no greater than prescribed for I½ 1011 trucks. such ,chicles to conform 
in size and use 10 go,eming laws. Parking shall be permined onl) in marked spaces and 
only during da) light hours. 

Parking shall be prohibited \\hen a security threat. as determined by CTRM/\. exists. 

4. PROHIBITION/SIGNS 

Regulations shall be established prohibiting the parking of I ehicles 1ransponing 
llammable or cxplosi,c loads and prohibiting use of the area in an) manner for peddling. 
ad,·ertising or mher purposes not in keeping l\ith the objecti,c of a public: focilit). 17,e 
erection of signs other than those required for proper use of the an:a "ill he pmhibi1ed. 
All signs shall be appro,cd b) CTRMA prior to their actual erection. 
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5. RESPO~SIBILITIF.S

8. :\IOOIFICATIO~ OF /\GREE:\IENT/TER~IINATIOI\ 

If in the sole judgment of CTRMA it is found al any time that the existence or us.: of the 
faci lity is impeding maintenance. damaging the High"ay Facilit) . impairing safct) or 
that the facility is not being proper!} operated. that it constitutes a nuisance. is 
abandoned. or if for any other reason it is CTRMA ·sjudgment that such facilit} is not in 
the public interest. this Agreement ma) be: (I) modi lied if correcti,e measures 
acceptable 10 both parties can be applied to eliminate the objectionable asp.:cts of the 
faci lity: or (2) terminated and the use of the area as provided herein discontinued. 

9. PROHIBITION OF STORAGE OF FLAMMABLE MATERIALS 

All structures located or constructed within the area covered by this Agr~emcm shall be 
lire resistant. The storage of nammable. explosive or hazardous materials is prohibit.:d. 
Operations deemed 10 be a potential lire hazard shall he subject 10 regulation or 
prohibition h) CTRMA.
