RESOLUTION NO. 11-094

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY RIGHTS BY
AGREEMENT OR CONDEMNATION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY IN TRAVIS
COUNTY FOR THE US 290 EAST TOLL PROJECT
(Parcel 36B)

WHEREAS, pursuant to and under the authority of Subchapter E, Chapter 370, Texas
Transportation Code and other applicable law, the Central Texas Regional Mobility
Authority (“CTRMA”) has found and determined that to promote the public safety, to
facilitate the safety and movement of traffic, and to preserve the financial investment of
the public in its roadways and the roadways of the State of Texas, public convenience and
necessity requires acquisition of fee simple title to that certain 1.374 acres described by
metes and bounds in Exhibit “A” to this Resolution (the “Subject Property”), owned by
Delfino and Renya Perez, (the “Owner”), located at 9525 US Hwy 290E in Travis
County, for the construction, reconstruction, maintaining, widening, straightening,
lengthening, and operating of the US 290 East Toll Project (the “Project”), as a part of the
improvements to the Project, but excluding all the oil, gas, and sulphur which can be
removed from beneath the Subject Property, without any right whatever remaining to the
owner of such oil, gas, and sulphur of ingress to or egress from the surface of the Subject
Property for the purpose of exploring, developing, or mining of the same, and that such
constructing, reconstructing, maintaining, widening, straightening, lengthening, and
operating of the Project shall extend across and upon, and will cross, run through, and be
upon the Subject Property; and

WHEREAS, an independent, professional appraisal report of the Subject Property has
been submitted to the CTRMA, and an amount has been established to be just
compensation for the property rights to be acquired; and

WHEREAS, the Executive Director of the CTRMA, through agents employed or
contracted with the CTRMA, has transmitted an official written offer to the Owner, based
on the amount determined to be just compensation, and has entered into good faith
negotiations with the Owner of the Subject Property to acquire the Subject Property; and

WHEREAS, as of the date of this Resolution, the Executive Director and the Owner have
failed to agree on the amount determined to be just compensation and damages, if any,
due to said Owner for the Subject Property; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the CTRMA that
the Executive Director is specifically authorized and directed to acquire the Subject
Property and all leasehold interests in the Subject Property for the Project by agreement,
subject to approval of the purchase contract by the Board of Directors of the CTRMA;
and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Executive Director is specifically authorized to
negotiate and execute, if possible, a possession and use agreement in such form as is
acceptable to the Executive Director and for consideration in an amount not to exceed
ninety percent (90%) of the purchase price set forth in the official written offer to
purchase the Subject Property previously transmitted to the Owner; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Executive Director is specifically authorized to
negotiate and execute, if possible, a purchase contract for consideration in an amount not
to exceed the purchase price set forth in the official written offer to purchase the Subject
Property previously transmitted to the Owner; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that at such time as the Executive Director concludes that
further negotiations with Owner to acquire the Subject Property by agreement would be
futile, the Executive Director or his designee is hereby authorized and directed to file or
cause to be filed a suit in eminent domain to acquire the property interests for the
aforesaid purposes against the Owner and the owners of any interest in, and the holders of
any lien secured by, the Subject Property, the Subject Property described in the attached
Exhibit “A” to this Resolution; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Executive Director or his designee is hereby
authorized and directed to incur such expenses and to employ such experts as he shall
deem necessary to assist in the prosecution of such suit in eminent domain, including, but
not limited to, appraisers, engineers, and land use planners.
