RESOLUTION NO. 22-031 

AUTHORIZING AGREEMENTS WITH THE TRAVIS COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE 

FOR HABITUAL VIOLATOR ROAD ENFORCEMENT SERVICES 

WHEREAS, the Central Texas Regional Mobility Authority (Mobility Authority) requires law 
enforcement services to enforce the Habitual Violator Program; and 

WHEREAS, local law enforcement agencies have programs to allow third-parties to request off­
duty services such as toll road enforcement but do not regularly respond to solicitations for these 
types of services; and 

WHEREAS, the Travis County Sheriff's Office has indicated it is interested and willing to provide 
law enforcement services to the Mobility Authority through its off-duty program; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 401.0061 of the Mobility Authority Policy Code, law 
enforcement services are exempted from competitive procurement requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the Executive Director recommends and requests that he be authorized to take all 
actions necessary to enter into agreements with the Travis County Sheriff's Office for toll road 
enforcement services up to a cumulative amount not to exceed $300,000 through their off-duty 
employment program. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors hereby authorizes and directs 
the Executive Director to take all actions necessary to enter into agreements with the Travis County 
Sheriff's Office for toll road enforcement services up to a cumulative amount not to exceed 
$300,000 through their off-duty employment program in support of the Habitual Violator 
Program.
